Philip Journeay is an internationally known wildlife and landscape artist. Many of his works are on ex-
hibit in private and corporate collections around the world. His work has been featured in many publi-
cations. Phil started painting when he was only seven years old, under the direction of his father, artist
John Journeay. He had his first one man show when he was only nine years old. Living briefly in Can-
ada, Phil was inspired with a love of nature and the natural beauty of the great outdoors. Phil moved
to Orange, California and he studied at the Art Center of Design in Pasadena. Later Phil studied in
Europe and while visiting Holland was inspired by works of the Old Masters and Vermeer. This influ-

ence can still be seen in his work.
In 1989 Phil created his largest bronze sculpture, a 1,000 pound, six feet tall work of a breaching Cali-
fornia Grey Whale. The work overlooks the Pacific Ocean as part of a private collection in Dana Paint,
